WAXING EQUIPMENT AND SUPPLIES 
 
Perron Rigot non-strip wax and depilatory oil will be provided by the tutor for training 
purposes.  You are responsible for ensuring adequate provision of the following: 
treatment couch, strip wax, wax heater, paper or fabric strips, disposable spatulas, pre-
wax cleanser or wipes, cotton wool pads, post-wax lotion, towels, paper couch roll, 
scissors or electric hair clippers, tweezers, Barbicide or similar disinfectant solution. 
 

MODELS 
 
You are required to provide your own models for the duration of training.  All models will 
need to complete a health declaration and release form, and should be given a copy of 
our ‘Information for Models’ sheet beforehand (available to download from our website). 
 
On the day of training, one client is required for demonstration purposes PLUS at least 
one additional practice model for every two delegates in attendance.

It 

is recommended that those attending the male intimate waxing course have at 

least two year’s commercial waxing experience.  Proof of qualifications will be 

required prior to any booking being accepted. 

1.3. Delegates attending the male intimate waxing course must be aged 18 years or over. 

1.4. Full payment of all training and travel fees must be submitted with a completed 

enrolment form in order to confirm your booking. 

1.5. Payment is accepted by BACS transfer, cash or cheque, made payable to Axiom 

Bodyworks. 

1.6. In the event of a cheque being returned unpaid by the bank, training will be 

suspended and any resultant charges incurred by Axiom Bodyworks will be passed 

to the delegate.

3.3. Models are required for set times during the course and may not ‘sit in’ for the full 

duration of training. 

3.4. Please note that delegates attending the male intimate waxing course must 

demonstrate competence in the practical application of all relevant techniques before 

certificates are awarded; regrettably, refunds will not be issued if models fail to 

attend and delegates are subsequently unable to fulfil the assessment requirements. 
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4. Assessment and Certification 

4.1. Delegates attending the male intimate waxing course will be assessed by: (1) 

completion of in-class exercises; (2) tutor observation of practical skills; and (3) 

completion of a take-home test paper. 

4.2. Certificates are issued at the discretion of Axiom Bodyworks upon successful 

completion of the above assessment activities. 

4.3. Where a delegate’s completed test paper does not demonstrate sufficient 

competency, the delegate may re-take this part of their assessment.  Full and 

constructive feedback will be provided by the course tutor.  An administration fee of
